Its programs, including Project
Success and the Collegiate 100, provide scholarships, mentoring, and
leadership development to students from middle school through
college. In addition to its focus on education, the organization engages
in initiatives promoting health, wellness, and economic empowerment,
as well as advocating for public policy changes that benefit the African
American community.
